If you do not want to read through the entire
document to find out what is pertinent to
dental assisting and dental hygiene, this
article serves as a quick report on the unoffi-
cial report of Major Actions on Dental Assist-
ing and Dental Hygiene Programs.

The Commission reviewed accreditation
reports and took 349 Actions on Dental,
Advanced Dental and Allied Dental Edu-
cation Programs.

One new Dental Assisting Program and
one new Dental Hygiene Program were
granted accreditation.

Two Dental Assisting Programs re-
ceived a formal warning that accredita-
tion will be withdrawn in August 2015
unless the requested information, dem-
onstrating compliance with standards is
submitted prior to that time.

The Commission discontinued the ac-
creditation of one Dental Assisting Pro-
gram and one Dental Hygiene Program
at the request of their sponsoring institu-
tions.

The Commission adopted revisions to
the following standards:

At its Summer 2014 meeting, the Commis-
sion approved the formation of a subcommit-
tee of the Dental Hygiene Review Commit-
tee (DH RC) to meet via conference call to
study inconsistencies within Dental Hygiene
Standard 2-1. The Commission noted Stan-
dard 2-1 requires two-year institutions to
grant an associate degree and four-year
institutions to grant an associate degree,
certificate, or baccalaureate degree.
At its January 7, 2015 meeting, the DH RC

considered the
Standard 2-1. The DH RC concurred with
the subcommittee proposal that revisions
within Standard 2-1 would provide appro-
priate clarification of degree award for
both two- and four-year programs.

Additionally, the DH RC approved the

tion fddregfipestcertif
Definition of Terms section of the Stan-
dards.

The DH RC requests a one-year imple-
mentation period to allow programs suffi-
cient time to modify any related institu-
tional and program documentation and
policies. The implementation date is Janu-
ary 1, 2016.

7b with immediate implementation.

At the DH RC meeting, the DH RC deter-
mined that there was a need for minor
modifications to Dental Hygiene Stan-
dards 3-6(faculty to student ratios) and 3-
7,b (current concepts consistent with
teaching assignments) to provide greater
clarity, facilitate interpretation and en-
hance compliance. (See the Standards
modifications on page 5-6 of this news-
letter.)

The Commission directed revisions to
Accreditation Standards for Dental Hy-
giene Education Program, proposed
Standard 2-18, for circulation to commu-
nities of interest for comment, including
hearings at the ADEA and ADA Annual
Meetings and the ADHA Annual Session
in mid June 2015. (See the proposed
Standard 2-18 on page 6 of this newslet-
ter).

The Commission adopted the Accredita-
tion Standards for Dental Therapy Edu-
cation Programs. There will be no imple-
mentation date until further documenta-
tion has been provided which shows that
criteria #2 and #5 of the Principles and
Criteria Eligibility of Allied Dental Pro-
grams for Accreditation are fully satisfied.
Written documentation will be accepted
until June 1, 2015 for the August 2015
meeting.
